Tips for an Effective Letter Writing/Emailing Sponsorship Request
Are you unsure about asking for a sponsorship?  Don’t be and here’s why….

If you are nervous about asking for a sponsorship or money, consider how you felt when someone you cared about asked you to contribute to a cause important to them.  Most likely, you were happy to help and offer your support and were proud of their charitable work.  Making a donation can be a meaningful way to contribute when people can’t donate their time or attend the event with you.  You will be helping people to actively make a difference and feel good!
1. Create a one page letter of your own or use the one provided on this website and mail or email to your friends, family, co-workers, neighbors – anyone you know who would understand why this is important to you. 

2. Encourage donors to make donations online and to list your name as the golfer or Foundation supporter.  We will mail them a receipt for tax purposes and thank them on your behalf and on behalf of our directors.

3. In your letter, explain what you are asking for and why you have chosen to support us.

4. List your financial goal in fundraising and explain that the sole purpose of the Foundation is to fund an annual research grant focusing on brain tumors/cancer set up through the National Brain Tumor Society, www.braintumor.org.
5. Let them know that details on past research projects funded may be found on the website under “Research Awards”.

6. Let them know the due date and express your appreciation.  Thank them for considering your request.   If you mail a letter, consider including a self addressed envelope to make it easier to mail you a check.  Checks may also be mailed to “The Nick Gonzales Foundation, c/o Dr. Marcus Gonzales, 1732 Mayflower Drive, Carrollton, TX 75007.
